Dear Friends, 
 
How did you cope with all that exceptionally hot weather earlier this summer? Above a certain temperature and 
humidity, I have real difficulty getting both my mind and my body into gear. I can’t think creatively. My body just 
wants to flop. That’s not a problem if you’re on a sunshine holiday abroad but it’s really hard when you’re busy. 
So I found myself at my desk unusually early in the morning, before the heat slowed me down, and then 
starting to write again in the late evening when it began to grow cooler. In between I felt really torpid and I 
began to understand what it must be like to live and work in a really hot climate. 
 
When we go to the Mediterranean for a beach holiday we can easily slip into judgmental attitudes. We see the 
locals taking things easy during the heat of the day and think of them as lazy. To our minds, the sunshine is a 
rare treat not to be wasted. So “Mad dogs and Englishmen go out in the mid-day sun!” 
 
But this summer the penny dropped and I could see it from the Mediterranean point of view. I could put myself 
in their shoes. The strange foreign custom of the siesta suddenly made sense. I began to wish that I had some 
wooden shutters to close – keeping the heat-gain at bay but allowing the breeze to get through. I began to wish 
that the ‘phone would stop ringing after lunch so that I could doze though the mid-day sun and then return to 
work refreshed when things got cooler. 
 
Seeing life from other people’s point of view can save a lot of misunderstanding. Putting ourselves in their 
shoes can save us from being unfairly judgmental. Maybe the person we reject as a miserable old so-and-so is 
in fact coping courageously with real physical or emotional pain and needs all the respect and sympathy we 
can give. Perhaps the person whose lifestyle puzzles us is acting very sensibly in a situation that is very 
different from our own. I’m reminded that God in Jesus Christ put himself in our shoes – getting alongside us 
with understanding, acceptance and forgiveness so that we could be reconciled to God and to one another. 
Famously he said, “Judge not that ye be not judged.” That sounds like good advice to me.

Its fair to say that Bentley have struggled this season 
with injuries, the departure of one or two key players 
and general availability of players, in fact up to 
Sunday the team had yet to record a victory. The 
previous Sunday had seen a spirited display in going 
down by 40 runs at table topping Boxted and the 
introduction of a new opening bowling partnership of 
Snowden and Scillitoe. Although unsuccessful the 
team found renewed enthusiasm and the result was 
by no means a disaster. 
 
The weekends match with Gt Braxted and Tiptree on 
the green brought together two relatively even sides. 
The visitors slightly the more successful side this 
year lost the toss and were asked to field. The 
opening bowlers Hill and Gay bowled a good line 
and length on the rock hard wicket and runs were a 
little hard to come by. Opening batsman James 
Snowden settled quickly and was beginning to 
punish any loose deliveries when on 20 Hill 
managed to get the ball to cut back off the seam and 
glance off stump. His opening partner Bodily batted 
on with a number of unsuccessful partners to reach 
a very creditable 69. The only other batting of note 
was a rapid fire 8th wicket partnership between Lee 
Barrett and Ian Manning who added 60 runs at the 
end of the innings and in the process made batting 
look much easier than others had. However, 
Bentleys total of 212 was going to be tough to 
defend on a good batting wicket with fairly even 
bounce. 
 
Opening bowlers Snowden and Scillitoe picked up 
where they left off the previous week by dominating 
the batsman for the first 30 minutes of the innings. 
Shrewd field placing and tight bowling kept the 
visitors run rate down for the first 20 overs but only 2 
wickets fell. The introduction of Ian Manning to the 
attack saw opening bat Hummerstone on 29 attempt 
to push the score rate up and only succeed in 
offering a difficult catch to Scillitoe. Bond went on to 
score 54 for the visitors but when Snowden 
dismissed him the challenge became much more 
difficult but still only a run a ball for the last 10 overs 
of the match. Sensible fielding and accurate bowling 
particularly from Black who only went for 28 in his 7 
over spell and Snowden 4-27 put too much pressure 
on the batsmen who finished 8 runs short of the 
home sides total.

All I hear is grumbles about 
the sick, elderly and infirm cluttering up this end of 
The Green during surgery time and sometimes 
ensuring proper access is available to the area by 
leaving their nearside wheels on the grass. 
 
The Parish Council is going to spend some £9,000 (I 
understand) of rate-payers’ money putting in higher 
kerbs around the surgery to prevent peoples’ wheels 
mounting The Green, deliberately or otherwise. This 
will look awful and will inevitably mean more frequent 
obstruction as patients have to park further out into 
the road when their car doors won’t open over the 
new kerbs. Is this supposed to be progress and a 
good use of public money? I’d have thought that a 
cunningly disguised hard standing area at the back of 
the surgery would be a much better bet and probably 
extremely well used.

The swifts seem to have followed the cuckoos off my radar and, as I write, there’s only one Test Match left. 
Added to that, the crops and countryside are all beginning to look very brown (golden if you are a poet, I 
suppose) so it must be time to talk about flu jabs again. I’m sure that late summer comes round quicker each 
year. 
 
Following last year’s debacle, we have at least got “guaranteed” delivery dates for this year’s stock. They will 
be a couple of weeks later than we would like, but the bulk of our order will be here by 4th October. We will 
h a v e appointment sessions on the computer by the time you read this, so, if you are one of 
the lucky ones (or unlucky, depending on which way you look at it) who qualify for a free jab, give 
us a call and get in early. 
 
Getting in early might well be more important than ever this year. There have been all sorts of rumours in the 
business that orders will not be met in full, so some people will end up disappointed and unprotected. Don’t 
lose out! Following the popularity of the Saturday sessions that we did last year, we are repeating them, 
starting good and early on 30th September. That way, we don’t take the nurses away from normal work during 
the week, which is important when appointments are at a premium. 
 
One word of warning to people who have had private flu jabs in the past. Everyone has had strict instructions 
from the Department of Health that the “at risk” groups are to be given absolute priority this year. This means 
that whilst we can issue private prescriptions, we cannot promise that you will be able to purchase a jab. The 
pharmacy is trying to obtain a supply of vaccine independently and I expect that other pharmacies will also be 
working on it, but we really don’t know if any will be available. 
 
The “at risk” groups have been redefined by the DoH this year and, broadly speaking, are as follows:- 
 

Anyone aged 65 or over on 31st March 2007 
People with diabetes 
Patients suffering from chronic heart, kidney or liver disease 
People with active asthma or other chronic respiratory disease, i.e. chronic bronchitis, 

emphysema, cystic fibrosis and other things which collectively make up COPD. 
Anyone who is immunosuppressed due to disease or treatment 
People living in long-stay residential care homes 

 
If you think you might qualify but aren’t sure, please ask. Carers and healthcare workers, please note that you 
are not  considered by the DoH to be first priority this year. Please don’t shoot the messenger! This is not our 
doing. 
 
I’m sure that some people will be wondering if this year’s vaccine will protect against bird-flu and the answer is 
“no”. There is no vaccine against bird-flu in this country yet and there won’t be until the disease arrives here 
and the manufacturers know what they have to protect us against. 
 
Let’s get it all into perspective though. By the beginning of July only 205 laboratory confirmed cases of the 
supposedly deadly version of the virus had been reported to the World Health Organisation (WHO) and not all 
had proved fatal. Compare this with the annual toll of some 4,000 deaths in the UK alone from ordinary, home-
grown, common or garden flu. In fact, last time there was last an official epidemic in this country, in 1989/90, 
there were a staggering 30,000 deaths. I know which I’m more worried about. The message is, if you qualify 
for a free jab, don’t miss your chance to be protected. 
 
Well! That was boring, wasn’t it? Is there anyone out there still reading? I’ll try to find something more 
interesting and exciting to write about next month, I promise.

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GREAT EXPECTATIONS 
 
A recent survey by one of the animal charities 
revealed a lot of interesting information on what we 
expect from our dogs, and why their owners 
sometimes ask for them to be rehomed.  The most 
common reason is that the dog is “unsuitable” or the 
owner is unable to cope.  What do these expressions 
actually mean? 
 
Approximately a quarter of unwanted dogs are 
unwanted simply because they require much more 
attention than their owners can give them.  Often this 
is because their owners did not appreciate normal 
doggy behaviour, and underestimated the time that 
dogs need to be with their owners every day, and 
often mistakenly expect them to spend long periods 
of time quite happily by themselves in the  house.  
Perhaps you remember the dogs on the TV (Lassie, 
for example), that always behave perfectly and do 
exactly as they are told (although in reality these 
dogs are very highly trained).  Perhaps when you 
were a child you remember always playing with the 
dog, no trouble at all just lots of fun, but maybe Mum 
and Dad often put in a lot of the groundwork to keep 
the dog happy and to give it a good home.  As you 
have grown up obviously your circumstances have 
changed.  You now want a dog, that is clean, 
obedient, friendly with everyone and happy to lie at 
home all day long whilst you are at work, after just a 
10 minute walk or even a quick trip into the garden to 
have a wee, just before you dash off to work.  Then 
you are home again late in the day and another 10 
minute dash - that’s if its not raining and you do 
spend a lot more time with them at the weekends 
don’t you.  Come on - wake up - life is real you don’t 
do something for nothing do you? 
 When is a problem not a problem?  What you 
think is a problem I might not, for example with two 
young boys who love to plod in and out of the garden 
into the kitchen, a dog’s muddy paws are just 4 extra 
feet, so it is not a problem to me (although my wife 
may not agree!) but it could be to someone whose 
house is used to being kept in a bit more of an 
orderly fashion.  Some of the problems are 
associated with dogs being dogs and others with 
owners not appreciating dogs and their habits.  If you 
have a long coat and come in from a walk in the rain 
your fur will smell a bit, until it dries off.  So some 
doggy smells are natural but if its say excessively 
flatulent then a change of diet or a trip to the Vet 
may help!  It’s not the dog’s fault if you feed it the 
wrong food.  Certain dogs seem to live for food and 
wolf down everything you give it, and sometimes 
things you don’t want them to eat as well.  If you 
leave appetising food on an easily accessible 

surface, don’t blame the dog for having a taste!  I 
remember at home the dog eating a load of 
sausages that had been left out to cool ready for a 
picnic (and the remote control for the TV but that’s 
another story!!). 
 The other major problem for rehousing dogs is 
as a result of behaviour problems.  Many of these 
problems will be caused (often inadvertently) through 
owner behaviour, and from insufficient time and 
effort being spent on the life long job of socialising 
and training which is so important from puppyhood.  
How about trying the local dog training classes?  
They have usually met the normal doggy problems 
and can help you overcome them.  The more time 
and effort you spend with your dog, the better 
behaved and happier the dog will be and the more 
fun and happiness you will get from the relationship. 
 The Animal Welfare Bill is set to become law 
later this year.  If it does, on top of the current law 
that requires you to provide all the necessary care, it 
will be a legal requirement to provide your dog with a 
good quality of life.  It’s not possible yet to be 
specific about what this will mean until the guidelines 
and law is passed but a dog’s wish list may include: 
 
· At least 2 walks a day, length to vary 

depending on dog size. 
· Food to maintain health and coat condition. 
· Warm comfortable place to sleep 
· Owners who appreciate dog’s needs and 

some training. 
· Company of humans 
· Not left alone in a confined room for more than 

half a day 
· Lots of love and attention. 
 
So does the perfect dog exist?  Well as long as we 
expect dogs to behave as dogs - not like TV stars - 
they can be brilliant and fun, and become best 
friends; but remember this is a two-sided 
partnership, the owner has to put lots of time and 
effort in to get the best out of the dog.

Looking Forward   
As all our regular readers will know, Wild lives has been closed for admissions all this summer due to the ill health of 
Rosie Catford, our founder. Rosie bears the main brunt of the job of caring for the animals. While our many excellent 
volunteers do a great job, when they have all gone home, or if there are no volunteers that day, then Rosie is still there at 
to look after everything, 24 hours a day. Unfortunately Rosie has suffered a setback in her recovery and will have to go 
back into hospital for surgery very soon, so it will be a while longer before she will be able to resume her guardianship. 
 
However, we haven't all been idle while Wild lives has been closed! The trustees have been considering plans for the 
future, and we are looking forward to some exciting developments. Among the plans on the table are the possibility of a 
seal short-stay hospital unit and becoming part of the red squirrel conservation effort. 
 
It's not all thinking and planning either. We have all been so busy for the last few years that long term maintenance of the 
grounds and enclosures has been rather hit-and-miss, and we have taken the opportunity to do a lot of work on our 
enclosures and grounds. Although the grounds are kept wild, and to the onlooker would appear to be growing naturally, 
in fact all the plants were planted by Rosie (it used to be a farmer's field) and it takes a great deal of care to keep the 
'weeds' under control. Nettles and thistles are excellent plants for butterflies, but not so good growing across paths, and 
the careful balance of grounds management can be quite time-consuming. 
 

Resident's Roundup 
Wild lives has a 'no euthanasia' policy. This means that no animal with a chance of a quality of life is ever put to sleep. 
Although the vast majority of our charges return successfully to the wild, some have an ongoing disability that means 
they cannot fend for themselves. In this case they join the ever growing population of Wild lives residents. All these are 
still being cared for and fed even while we are closed, and always will be to the highest standards. 
 
And of course some never were wild! Billy the lamb is now a Big Bill. He has recently been shorn for the first time, and 
found it infringed his dignity quite severely! He thinks he is a dog and is usually to be found in the middle of the Wild lives 
dogs, even occasionally participating in one of the unsuccessful rabbit chases! Maggie fox is now one of our oldest 
residents, and still fit and well. She shares with her friends Gilbert and Saffy, both also toxoplasmosis victims. Gilbert's 
hip joint removal has now healed excellently, and a new ball joint formed. He is very quick on his feet, especially playing 
'tag' with Saffy at night, which we can watch on the CCTV. The newest arrival, little Fleckles, will, as we suspected, be a 
lifetime resident. Her sight comes and goes, as though there were a loose connection in her brain. She is now old 
enough to spend her days with the bigger foxes, and will probably move in with them full time when she reaches her 
adult size and can keep up with the games. Cassie the pig, abandoned as a tiny piglet, is still with us. She is blind due to 
the massive overgrowth of fat, which is caused by inbreeding, but knows her way around the whole field! And of course 
we still have a massive contingent of ducks, currently a family of hedgehogs, and many more!

Wild lives could not exist without the efforts of people like these, both in terms of the time and money they give, but even 
more so with their involvement, concern, and endless support, especially in difficult times.

the flower, and conserves energy for leaf and root growth.  
This also keeps the bush in a more compact and less 
straggly shape.  Don’t cut back lavender too far into the 
old growth as it may not reproduce new growth.  Lavender 
can exist for many years and on a visit to the Norfolk 
Lavender fields the rows of lavender were, I was told, at 
least 25 years old, as they cut off the blooms (and used 
these to extract the lavender oil) and trimmed the bushes 
back at the same time of year.  You could also try using 
some of the newer growth to take cuttings for extra plants 
next year.  This is also the time to take cuttings of plants 
like geraniums, penstemon and similar species.  Select 
half ripe shoots (not the old woody ones or the fresh 
young growth) about 2 to 3 inches long, plant a few, say 
half a dozen, around the edge of a 3 inch pot filled with 
general purpose compost, mixed with a quarter by volume 
of grit or sharp sand. Dip the cutting in hormone rooting 
compound and gently firm in.  Lightly water and in most 
cases, place inside a polythene bag to keep the moisture 
in and the humidity up.  I use a short stick in the middle of 
the pot, to keep the sides of the bag off the leaves and 
then use a clothes peg to seal the top.  Keep in a warm 
environment, preferably with bottom heat, for a few 
weeks.  Open the bag and then keep in a cool 
greenhouse (but don’t let any frost get at them), ready for 
putting into individual pots next year.  Geraniums are 
different, they don’t like being closed in, it makes their 
leaves and stems rot very quickly, so  keep them in a 
protected area but one which allows the plants to breath.  
I often use a clear plastic propagating frame top - that 
goes over seed boxes, propped up to allow air to flow a 
bit but still giving protection to the cuttings.

PLEASE NOTE:  If you want any lavender plants Bentley 
in Bloom will be selling them on the Green at the Great 
Bentley Show on Saturday 2nd September. 
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Recently we had to make a car journey up to the 
Midlands.  As we left Great Bentley - with its famous 
Green almost the colour of straw, it was noticeable 
that a lot of the small trees alongside the A120 dual 
carriage-way to Colchester were turning brown and 
dropping their leaves.  This was August not 
September or October.  As we got further north and 
more inland the grass on the sides of the road were 
patchy green/brown then into all green.  The trees 
were the same, all in full leaf again.  This all 
reinforced to me that we live in an area that is one of 
the driest in the country.  This is sometimes helpful 
to the gardener and sometimes not.  We must also 
realise that the plants also need to adapt.  Annual 
plants usually need the most help with a good mulch, 
or a bit of water now and again, but perennials 
usually learn to cope with the conditions by 
themselves. 
 Getting back to trees. I don’t know what the 
autumn is going to bring in relation to colours of 
leaves.  Trees are programmed by nature to respond 
to seasonal triggers.  Shorter days, less sunlight, 
and lower temperatures prompt them to start the 
winter shutdown, which includes changing colours of 
the leaves.  As I am sure most of us know that 
leaves obtain their green colour from chlorophyll - 
their vital pigment which they use to make nutrients 
out of sunlight, air and water by the process of 
photosynthesis.  Leaves also contain other pigments 
called anthocyanins which protect the dying leaf, 
allowing it to squeeze the few remaining drops of 
energy from the fading light levels.  Usually the fall in 
temperature is the catalyst for the tree to start 
slowing down and drawing the cholorophyll out of the 
leaves back into the tree itself, this exposes the 
carotene (another pigment) which causes the show 
of yellows, oranges and reds in the leaf.  For good 
colour and leaf fall, you need differentiating 
temperatures between day and night, cold nights 
and warm days. 
 Will the drought conditions upset the autumn 
colours?  I suspect it will to some extent, but even if 
nature is very confused at the moment, it has a habit 
of adapting itself to make the best of any situation. 
 Perhaps it seems a bit early to get ready for 
winter but it is a good time to trim back excess 
growth from any of the bushes.  The first one that 
springs to mind is a nice haircut for the privet hedge 
(or any hedge for that matter).  You may have 
noticed that recently some of the farmers have been 
trimming their hedges back, often during a wet 
period when they had to stop harvesting etc.  A trim 
in late summer/early autumn usually means that the 
hedge stops or at least slows down any further 
growth, and you have a nice tidy hedge for the next 
6 months or so.  It is also a good time to trim back 
those perennial shrubs that have finished flowering.  
A good example is the lavender, trim back the 
flowering spike just into the leaf area.  This removes 
any chance of the plant putting any more energy into

This is the first insert that I have done in the Parish News as your new Chairman and I thank most of the people 
in the village who have welcomed me warmly.  As you will realise, there has been a tremendous amount of 
change in the Parish Council over the last few months and I now expect there to be a period of hopeful stability in 
order that we are now able to knuckle down and carry on doing the important work that is necessary and 
required in and around the village. 
 I hope to see a change in the way that not only meetings are conducted but how the general business of 
the Parish Council is conducted insofar as I would like to see things more streamlined in order that we talk less 
and do more. We are very lucky to have a new influx of young people onto the Council and hopefully this will 
bring in new ideas and new ways of doing things. However, the experience of the likes of Cllr P De-Vaux 
Balbirnie, Cllr R Taylor and Cllr W Herbert is invaluable and I thank them for their continued support. 
Our monthly Parish meetings are obviously extremely important, however as they are only monthly I believe the 
best way of parishioners contacting the Council if they wish something to be changed or done is to write a letter 
addressed to the Clerk. I welcome questions at our meetings but these do have a habit of being emotive 
complaints and are sometimes difficult to manage and to react to immediately. With regards to the planning 
meetings we are going to try a new approach at the next meeting. We are going to have the planning meetings at 
the beginning of each of the Parish Council Meetings. Councillors will have some time in private to discuss the 
applications prior to opening the meeting to the public. The meetings will then be held and a decision made. 
When this business has been concluded the full Parish Council Meeting will commence. That’s the plan and 
hopefully it will give everyone sufficient time for a considered opinion. 
 
Simmons Yard 
Negotiations are still ongoing between the developers, the landowners and the Parish Council. The Parish 
Council do not like having closed sessions at the end of our Parish Council meetings but these are an absolute 
necessity in order to gain the correct strategy and obtain the maximum value for any piece of land that the 
Council may own. 
 It has been decided by the Council that any agreement that is reached between the Parish Council and the 
developers will be subject to an assessment by the District Valuer who will advise us on good value, just to 
ensure we are not selling it off too cheap!

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HISTORY SOCIETY 
THE HISTORY OF THEATRE IN COLCHESTER 

 
 There was something for everyone at this 
month’s meeting on Thursday 10th August.  Dennis 
Thorogood’s detailed history and fond recollections 
of his involvement with theatre in Colchester 
provided great nostalgia for those who have been 
theatregoers for many years, and a very instructive 
picture for those newcomers amongst us who know 
only of the Mercury as it is today. 
 A theatre in the true sense, he explained, has 
existed in Colchester since 1764.  Prior to this only 
touring players, the Norwich Company of Comedians 
by name, had performed here.  Arriving on foot and 
by horse, they would have to ask permission of the 
Mayor before setting up their makeshift premises for 
two months each year; their earliest recorded 
appearance was in 1732 with a presentation of 
“Macbeth”. 
 In 1764, however, a wooden theatre building 
was erected and the first production was that of the 
famous 18th century comedy “The Beaux” 
Stratagem”.  By 1813, however, the building was 
falling down and it was replaced by a fine new one, 
the Theatre Royal in Stockwell Street which could 
hold 1200 people.  This had several owners over its 
many years with varying degrees of success, but 
famous actors like Gladys Cooper, Cicely 
Courtenidge and John Martin-Harvey (these best 
known to older members perhaps) made 
appearances there early in their careers.  Sadly in 
1918 it burnt down. 
 After World War I, of course, came more 
varied theatre with the Hippodrome (also named at 
one time The Grand), where Charlie Chaplin, Marie 
Lloyd and Little Tich were among famous music-hall 
names that appeared.  There was The Playhouse 
too, and the Headgate Electric where Arthur Askey 
first performed. 
 It was in 1937 that straight theatre was 
reintroduced through the subsequently influential 
figure of one Bob Digby, who, obsessed with theatre, 
had gone to RADA against the wishes of his 
“respectable” family.  When he met Beatrice Radley, 
then a famous actress, and she suggested a theatre 
in Colchester, he took up the idea with enthusiasm.  
He approached the council’s arts committee who 
granted him 6 months’ use, on alternate weeks, of 
the Albert Hall (now the Co-op Bank) in the High 
Street.  In quite primitive conditions, with a stage on 
trestles, and using borrowed equipment from various 
sources, he established a thriving theatre with a loyal 
public, even though on alternate weeks the company 
had to decamp to Halstead.  Stories of the effects of 
working in these conditions were both amusing and 
sad. 
 Nevertheless at the end of the six months, 
they still had £50 left and to Bob Digby’s surprise the 
council offered the theatre to him full-time and, after 
a summer when fortuitously they were able to use 
the Clacton Princes Theatre, the company became a 

permanency in Colchester.  Veterans in our 
audience of those productions recalled them with 
great affection. 
 Now famous names like Trevor Howard, 
Peggy Mount and Antony Newlands were among 
those who appeared regularly, but with television 
reducing audiences, a new strategy came in the form 
of the theatre club, which is where our speaker’s 
direct involvement took shape.  The club was formed 
in 1961 and two years later Dennis joined the 
committee, becoming later the Secretary and in 1985 
Director of the Mercury Theatre Club.  Hence his 
detailed knowledge of the subject. 
 Following Bob Digby’s death, closure of the 
theatre was proposed but the Committee decided to 
go on and after careful selection appointed David 
Forder as the theatre manager, in Dennis’s view the 
making of the theatre as it is today.  Cutting away 
much dead wood, he brought in new actors and 
directors and the place thrived.  The 200th 
Anniversary in 1964 production was appropriately 
once more “The Beaux’ Stratagem”. 
 By 1968 shows were oversubscribed and a 
new building was clearly needed.  Here, the speaker 
said, they were fortunate in having Lord Alport as the 
chairman of the Colchester New Theatre Trust.  
Working tirelessly and using his influence, he raised 
funds and got Arts Council grants that led to the 
present theatre with its great facilities.  Eric Porter, of 
“Forsyte Saga” fame became its patron and on May 
10th 1972 appeared as Mercury at the theatre’s 
opening (the opening night was so popular they had 
three). 
 Dennis is proud of his involvement with a 
theatre that is now among the top half dozen 
provincial theatres in the country, and paid glowing 
tribute to those, including the present management, 
who had put it there.  His many anecdotes were a 
delight, like that of the little girl in the old theatre 
(where toilets were shared by cast and audience) 
who was heard to say “But mummy I really did see a 
fairy in the toilets”.  And if I have taken longer than 
our usual entry in the magazine, it is because I’m 
sure there are many others in the village who will 
share such pleasant memories.  Yes there was 
something for everyone in this lovely talk.

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 More sauces 
 
 

In the pious hope that the brilliant summer weather of July will return in September (at the moment it is raining 
very hard), I shall carry on the theme of sauces which are suitable for summer or, shall we say, suitable for 
warm weather? And, as last month, I shall start with a tricky emulsion based sauce, but this time a warm one, 
using eggs and butter, rather than the  eggs and oil combination of  cold mayonnaise and end with a simpler 
and rather less calorific salsa (for those of you who are worried about such things).  
 Warm emulsion sauces can be a little tricky, but as The Sunday Times Cook’s Companion States, 
“Getting the hang of making egg-based emulsion sauces is like learning to ride a bicycle or swim. Once you 
have succeeded, the feel and skill are never forgotten” Alas, I’ve never learnt to ride a bicycle but I can swim. 
But first, a word of advice on pans, avoid aluminium or non-stick pans to make emulsion sauces, the former dis-
colours the sauce and the latter hinders the emulsification process, something I didn’t know, but then I don’t 
own either type of pan.  
 
Hollandaise Sauce  
(makes approx. 300ml. ½ pint) 
3 fresh egg yolks, 1 tbls of water, 1 tbls of lemon juice, 225g (8oz) unsalted butter at room temperature, cut into 
small pieces about the size of a walnut, salt and freshly ground pepper. 
There are various ways of making hollandaise, I use a double boiler to be on the safe side, but if you do not 
own such a thing, try this. Place the egg yolks, water and lemon juice into a cold saucepan, season with salt 
and pepper and beat thoroughly. Now, you either add all the butter at once (which is not the traditional way, but 
it works apparently), then place the saucepan over a moderate heat whisking gently - the idea is to melt the but-
ter slowly into the yolks so they combine to make a smooth sauce. Once all the butter has melted, continue to 
whisk over heat until the sauce thickens slightly. It should be warm, not hot, and slightly frothy. Alternatively, 
and this is how I make the sauce, add the butter a little at a time making sure each piece has been absorbed 
before adding the next one. I feel that there is possibly more control of the mixture by this method and there is 
less likelihood of it separating. The sauce can be kept warm by placing the saucepan in a pan of warm water 
over a very low heat. 
 Hollandaise can be served with fish, especially salmon and it is very good with asparagus, but you’ll have 
to wait till next year for that treat. 
 
Béarnaise Sauce. 
This is similar to hollandaise, but for the initial preparation, which is as follows. Omit the water and lemon juice, 
and instead combine 150ml (¼ pint), dry white wine, 4 tbls of white wine vinegar, 2 finely chopped shallots, and 
a tbls of chopped tarragon. Place in a saucepan and boil until the mixture is reduced to 2 tbls. Strain the reduc-
tion and discard the shallots and tarragon. Then proceed as above. This is particularly good with steak or even 
rare roast beef. 
 
Sauce  paloise. 
Follow the recipe for Béarnaise sauce but use mint instead of tarragon. Good with salmon and new potatoes. 
 
Maltaise sauce . 
Follow the recipe for hollandaise sauce, omitting the water but whisking the juice of a blood orange at the end. 
Serve with fish. 
Finally, here is a sauce with no eggs or oil or fat. 
 
Salsa 
This can be as mild or as hot as you like, but basically chop the following ingredients very finely – the quantities 
are up to you. Tomatoes, green chillies (this is what gives the heat, so beware), onion, either Spanish or spring 
onions, garlic, coriander. The other ingredients are salt and lime juice. Put all the chopped ingredients in a bowl 
give them a good stir and add the salt and lime juice, let the ingredients marry for a while before serving. You 
could use lemon juice instead of the lime and a red pepper or cucumber could also be added.  In an ideal world, 
the tomatoes should be peeled and deseeded but the chillies should definitely have their seeds removed unless 
you want to be blasted to outer space. I have made this sauce without the chillies, and it was mild, but most re-
freshing. Serve with grilled meat, a strong tasting fish, such as mackerel or with avocado pear.

Life begins at 59. 
 
Who says life begins at forty? For me my 59/60 year has been 
an exciting year. 
 It all started when my daughter Katie challenged me to 
do something different to mark the year for me picking up my 
bus pass etc. ( age 60 in case you are trying to work it out). 
And so a challenge was laid down to me by Katie. The 
challenge was to walk the Essex way; cycle the Clacton on 
Sea Methodist Circuit and to jump out of a plane. 
And so the story starts.  
 Careful planning was required, dates to be fixed and 
preparation needed to get me fit. A friend of mine called 
Martin decided that I needed a P.R. man to make sure that 
everything was given as much publicity as possible. 
Newspapers, Radio and even T.V. were contacted. My friend 
from the East Anglian Daily Times came and took photos of 
me reading a map and he also wanted me to sit on my bike 
reading the map. I am glad the photo didn’t show my foot 
wear as I was wearing my walking boots at the time (not easy 
to place them into pedal toe straps).  
 Practice walks were arranged with several groups 
coming to walk with me and I received some wonderful 
support. Map reading skills were polished up and new 
equipment purchased. 
 Early on Sunday 7th May we set off for the start of the 
first leg of the 81mile Essex Way walk. Accompanied by 
Martin Whitmill, Michelle, Spiv (Steven) and Charlie the dog 
(who also carried his own rucksack) we set out from Epping 
Tube station. Gill my wife was the support rider in the car to 
meet us at various points along the route.  
 The walk starting at 9.00am by crossing the station 
footbridge Martin pointing out the Essex Way, marked by a 
poppy sign on the footpath signpost. The first path was 
overgrown and very wet after the overnight heavy rain. Soon 
my trouser and boots felt very wet as though somebody had 
turned on a shower. Throughout the day the paths and lanes 
were very muddy and it was a bit slippery in places but the 
rain promised for the day didn’t materialise. In fact, the 
weather was kind to us for walking.  
 We encountered some beautiful countryside and we 
walked through some very old woodlands on the edge of 
Epping Forrest. The group stopped for prayer at 10.30am as 
arranged to join with churches who were also praying at the 
same time for us. Our first coffee stop was at the Green Man 
pub at a place called Toot Hill. Martin soon got down to 
organising the staff to make fresh coffee all round explaining 
why we were doing the walk and something about a mad 
Pastor . We made good progress through out the day arriving 
at Good Easter which was the end of stage one of the walk, 
completing 16.9 miles. I was pleased to be able to overnight 
stop at my daughter Sarah’s flat in Chelmsford. 
After a good night’s sleep Sarah duly dropped me off at 
Good Easter for the start of day two (friends having 
gone back to work) so on my own I set off for Terling 
13.9miles away. I stopped at a beautiful village called 
Pleshey and reached for my coffee flask. The clouds 
were gathering and I decided to put my very expensive 
waterproof trousers on and I am glad I did because it 
rained for the rest of the day and at least they kept my 
legs dry. Who said there was a drought? I must have 
made a funny sight standing under the Lichgate of 
Great Waltham church trying to dry myself a little and 
remove wet clothing, when the lady vicar and a group of 
people came out of the church, they were very 
interested in why I was walking The Way and what was 
‘Whispers’.  

 Moving on in the rain I came across a gate with a sign 
on it saying ‘Bull in field’ and lots of cows with their calves so 
head down I soldiered on, missing a turn of the Essex way 
path. The path I took meant I had a 2.5 mile detour. Thank 
goodness I was able to read my ordinance map and find a way 
back onto the correct way. Lesson learnt do not be put off by 
distractions even if it may be in the shape of a  large looking 
animal. 
 The next detour I made was on purpose so that I could 
find the oldest pub in the world ‘St Annes Castle’ at Great 
Leighs. It was worth it as I was able to dry out by a lovely log 
fire (It was the month of May). With suitable beverage in hand I 
soon was soon engaged in conversation about various topics 
from sponsors of ‘Whispers’ to church baptisms with the locals.  
 After lunch it was a stroll towards Terling and having 
looked at the mill and coming across a very deep ford swollen 
by the rain, I completed day two. Daughter Sarah picked me 
up and I spent a good night’s rest in Chelmsford. 
 Day 3 of the walk took me from Terling to Fordstreet 
17.9miles. Although the weather was better my feet soon were 
wet again. The main challenge of the day was to walk through 
a field of yellow oil seed rape (farmers I hope this is a correct 
description) the path being completely covered with a shoulder 
high yellow barrage. I emerged at the other side of the field 
soaked right through with yellow bits everywhere I wished I 
had a companion to take a picture, however, I started singing 
‘Walk on through the wet, not through the rain.’ At last the sun 
started to shine today and it was a pleasant walk to Fordstreet 
along the river Colne. 
 Day 4 Richard joined me to walk from Fordstreet to 
Manningtree 18.9miles. The longest day but a walk in beautiful 
weather and Constable countryside, what better? I could 
spend a lot of time describing the wonderful scenery of each 
day but I must save that for perhaps a later article, and I know 
several readers who have walked The Way. However, the 
most memorable part of the day was being interviewed live on 
BBC Essex Radio by Steve Scruton and being kissed by 
Angela Lodge who was also walking the Essex Way. We 
talked about the  
‘Whispers’ project and I became known as the ‘Whispers Man’ 
on radio. Their walk was also for charity and they called it ‘The 
walk for life’ supporting the Essex Air ambulance taking them 
over two weeks. We had a schedule to meet so best foot 
forward to Manningtree. The next day was supposed to be a 
rest day but a full day’s church work at Jaywick called me to 
duty. 
 Friday day 5 of the walk my daughter Katie joined me, 
for the last stage of the walk from Manningtree to Harwich. 
Weather was fine and sunny and in the words of the BBC team 
‘some of the most beautiful scenery along the route’ the walk 
now running alongside the Stour estuary and through Stour 
woods to Ramsey where we were met by the rest of the team, 
Martin, Janet, Richard and of course Charlie the dog. From 
Ramsey the walk takes you to the sea at Lt. Oakley on to 
Dovercourt bay and then to Harwich and the inshore high 
Lighthouse where a plaque on its wall tells the walkers they 
have completed the 81 miles. We were greeted by flag waving 
Gill and mother-in-law and a large ‘Well done’ banner. 
No time to rest, Challenge number 2  the 41mile cycle ride of 
the Clacton on Sea Methodist circuit took place the very next 
day. From foot slog to pedal power but the same legs.                                                      
 Sixteen riders on fifteen bikes (one a tandem) took part 
in the annual circuit ride of linking up 12 Methodist churches in 
the area. Starting and finishing at Trinity Methodist church. 
Apart from the start being delayed by one hour due to a 
thunderstorm and down pour the ride went off with-out too 
many set backs. These included a couple of punctures and 
somebody singing a well known Methodist hymn ‘My chains 
fell off’. A fish and chip supper rounded off the day. (those 
Methodists know how to party.)

VERNON WALSHE  
 

The death occurred on the 12th August 2006 of 
Vernon Marcel Walshe of Pond Cottage, Great 
Bentley. Vernon was born at the Willows in 1926 and 
had reached the age of 80 years.  He was very much 
a loner in later years - a person who kept himself to 
himself.  He was brought up by Mr and Mrs Almond 
and has lived in Pond Cottage for most of his life.  
He was joined by his mother who purchased the 
cottage around 1958.  Since his mother died Vernon 
has been alone. 
 
He started work for Ruddicks in Brightlingsea in 
1942 and in 1948 he sent to Paxmans where he 
spent the rest of his working life as an engineering 
storeman.  He was eventually made redundant in 
1984 along with many others. 
 
The main love of his life was the entertainment 
world. From the heavy classics to light comedy 
Vernon’s knowledge was second to none.  His main 
interests in later years was the variety theatre and 
most performances near and far received a visit.  
Many of his older theatre entertainers were in 
telephone contact and quite often acknowledged 
Vernon from the stage - much to his delight!  He was 
Chairman of the St Johns Ambulance Service in 
Colchester and quite recently oversaw an extension 
to the Headquarters.  He was also Great Bentley’s 
Transport Representative elected by the Parish 
Council and many of the older people will know of 
his work on their behalf in seeking extra buses and 
trains for Great Bentley. 
 
There are many stories of contacts with Vernon.  He 
was a very forthright man with his opinions and 
never failed to voice them.  Vernon was a village 
character and the sight of him in his suit and tie and 
briefcase crossing the Green from Great Bentley 
Station to Pond Cottage is no more.  He was of Irish 
descent and is survived by a cousin and family who 
attended his funeral on Friday 25th August.

BEATING THE BOUNDS  
 

Hot July:  Wet August:  Can we hope for an Indian Summer in September?  In past years we have usually been 
lucky with the weather for Beating the Bounds; dry but not too hot and with a gentle refreshing breeze.  Hopefully 
we will be lucky again as we set out on Saturday 23rd September to perform our fourteen-mile perambulation 
around the Boundary of the Parish.  But whatever the weather, WE SHALL GO!  So if it’s raining, there’s no need to 
telephone to find out if it’s still on;  IT IS.  In any case, remember to wear comfortable but stout footwear; much of 
the terrain we cross is rough and there is quite a lot of road walking too.  It’s not too late to place your orders for 
refreshments en route if you don’t want the extra weight of carrying food with you and an order form is enclosed 
with this magazine.  Similarly, orders are still being taken for the very attractive fleeces carrying the 2006 Logo. 
 Every seven years there are slight adjustments to be made to the route we take as new buildings appear and 
the management of land changes hands, so timing the five sections of the ramble becomes crucial.  In order to 
accommodate a slightly longer first section and arrive at the Creek at High Tide, we shall start earlier this year.  
Gordon Black has again agreed to transport us to the starting point on the A133 on a tractor-drawn trailer (or two, 
depending on numbers) so the order of the day will be as follows: 
 
9am Assemble outside the Hall Farm (near the Church gate) to be conveyed to the Boundary. 
 
11am Reach Frating Abbey for a SHORT coffee break. 
 
12.30am Arrive Cottage Farm for Lunch Break 
 
13.40 Two Beaters board a boat to mark the boundary down Flag Creek.    
 The remainder proceed through the Country Park. 
 
15.00 Arrive Coppice Farm for our tea break. 
 
16.45 After pausing at the Gospel Oak to hear the  Gospel reading, crossing the railway line and a few more 
hedges  and ditches, we trudge back along the A133 to meet Gordon and the transport to bring us back to the 
Village. 
 
Times may vary according to conditions on the day but there will be cars available to bring you back to the village 
from each stopping point if you’ve had enough.  There will also be toilet facilities at each farm. 
 
In 1999, we had some sixty beaters, most of whom did the entire 14 mile walk.  Quite a few of these were children 
under the age of ten; hopefully we shall see these teenagers with us again.  But whatever your age, we hope you 
will join us for this fascinating excursion over land not normally visible to us; there won’t be another chance until

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A GREAT SERVICE 
THE GOOD NEIGHBOURS’ TRANSPORT SCHEME 

 
One thing in particular sticks out in my memory of our arrival here in June 2000 (apart from the fact that it was 
Millennium Carnival Day and our removal van couldn’t get through the village, so sadly we had to spend a 
couple of hours in “The Plough”), and that was the delivery, within only hours of moving in, of the Great Bentley 
Good Neighbours’ Information Booklet.  We knew immediately that we were in a place with a sense of its own 
identity and a well organised set-up to help realise this.  We admired the various schemes that had been 
established. 
 Coincidentally, in the Parish Magazine only a month or so later I saw an appeal for extra drivers for the 
Good Neighbours’ Transport Scheme.  It seemed to me an especially worthwhile arrangement and I contacted 
Dreena Williamson, the organiser, and volunteered.  I have never regretted doing so as I shall explain. 
 Nothing could have served as a better way of getting to know a variety of people in our new home 
surroundings.  The system works as follows:  Dreena, or her stand-in when she’s away, phones and asks if 
you are able to take someone unable to get to the hospital under their own steam to an appointment there.  
Unless it’s a sudden need, you get around a week’s notice and if you’re not able to oblige, someone else is 
contacted.  If you can, a time is arranged.  It’s as simple as that.  Because you have plenty of notice you can 
often make it coincide with, say, a shopping trip. 
 People I have met have proved such an interesting cross section of the local population:  Mr Sibley, my 
first passenger, over ninety and fiercely independent but unable to get to hospital for an appointment at the 
eye clinic.  It was my privilege to have the company of such an interesting man on several occasions for an 
hour or so;  Mr and Mrs Rivett I met a couple of times before Louis’ sad death last year.  Having talked with 
him, especially about his wartime experiences, I was able to appreciate his wife Phyllis’s beautiful obituary 
published in this magazine.  His hope at that time that we would not attack Iraq and his analysis of the situation 
showed his experience of and distaste for warfare that politicians could have done with hearing.  Again my 
privilege to have known him. 
 I could mention plenty more.  But suffice to say that taking part in the scheme is not a chore, quite the 
opposite, and I commend it wholeheartedly to anyone with the time and capacity to offer your services.  
Dreena is always looking for additional drivers to keep this valuable service operating successfully.  You won’t, 
I’m sure, regret it
